TAS1O 
Technology and the Skilled Trades

TAS1O 
Technology and the Skilled Trades 
This hands-on course enables students to further explore the engineering design process and develop other 

technological knowledge and skills introduced in earlier grades.

AWL1O 
Drawing Visual Arts 
This course is exploratory in nature, offering an overview of visual arts as a foundation for further study. Students 

will become familiar with the elements and principles of design and the expressive qualities of various materials by 

using a range of media, processes, techniques, and styles. Students will use the creative and critical analysis 

processes and will interpret art within a personal, contemporary, and historical context. 

 

BEM1O 
Introduction to Business Studies and Entrepreneurship 
In this course, students will learn what makes an entrepreneur thrive and the skills required to succeed in today’s 

business environment. Students will begin to develop their own entrepreneurial mindset, and learn why it’s 

important to take initiative, adapt to change, find creative solutions, and understand the financial considerations of 

entrepreneurship. This hands-on course will use business software and applications to help students plan and 

develop their entrepreneurial ideas and learn how to present them to a target audience. Throughout the course, 

students will enhance their communications skills as well as develop and refine their project management skills, 

including goal setting, time management, and networking.  
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CONTINUING EDUCATION – REACH AHEAD COURSE DESCRIPTIONS 

GLS1O 
Learning Strategies, Skills for Success in Secondary School 
This course focuses on learning strategies to help students become better, more independent learners. Students 

will learn how to develop and apply literacy and numeracy skills, personal management skills, and interpersonal 

and teamwork skills to improve their learning and achievement in school, the workplace, and the community. The 

course helps students build confidence and motivation to pursue opportunities for success in secondary school 

and beyond. 

 

PAF1O 
Personal Fitness  
This course equips students with the knowledge and skills they need to make healthy choices now and lead 

healthy, active lives in the future. Through participation in a wide range of physical activities, students develop 

knowledge and skills related to movement competence and personal fitness that provide a foundation for active 

living. Students also acquire an understanding of the factors and skills that contribute to healthy development and 

learn how their own well-being is affected by, and affects, the world around them. Students build their sense of self, 

learn to interact positively with others, and develop their ability to think critically and creatively.
